
The game is played with a deck of  cards, 
shu�ed by the dealer or by an automatic 
shu� er after every hand.

The players play against the bank. The 
players bet on both the Ante and Blind boxes. 
The players then receive two cards face 
down. Once the players have seen their 
cards, they may call out Check and stay in the 
game without betting, or place a wager  
times the Ante on the Play box. 
The Croupier shows the � rst three 
community cards. Players at this stage 
who have not already made a Play wager 
may decide to either: Check again or make 
a Play wager two times the value of their 
Ante wager. The Croupier turns over the 
remaining two community cards.

Players who have not yet made a Play wager, 
can either Fold or make a play wager equal to 
the value of their Ante wager, or fold closing 
all the bets they have placed.

The aim of the game is to determine the best 
combination of � ve cards using the seven 
cards available (player’s  hole cards and  
community cards). At the end of the game, 
to qualify the Croupier must have at least 
one pair, reveal his two cards and form his 
own hand. 

If the player has a better hand Play and Ante 
bets are paid . If the Croupier wins, the 
Ante, Play and Blind bets are collected by the 
bank. If it is a tie, the stakes remain on the 
box.

The Blind wager is paid when the player’s 
hand wins with a Straight. If a player wins 
with less than a straight, the Blind wager 
remains on the box and is not paid.

Trips
Trips is an additional bonus. Players place a 
wager on the Trips box before the � rst card is 
dealt. The bet is paid out for a three-of-a-kind 
or a higher combination, in accordance with 
the approved pay table for the cardroom.

Progressive Jackpot
To qualify for the progressive jackpot players 
must stake a  token in the appropriate 
space in front of them, and ensure the 
indicator light is on. 

The player must not show his cards or 
consult other players. The cards must always 
be clearly visible on the table. Any dispute 
that may arise will be settled without right of 
appeal by the Gaming Management.
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
